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English for Academics teaches features and skills in English that academics
are likely to use in their work; but what’s special about it is that it

also teaches some valuable content that academics need to know in
order to make best use of this language. It provides, for instance, very
useful counselling on things like effective networking with conference
participants, troubleshooting problems with presentations and so on.

It is @ book which not only teaches carefully selected useful academic

language, but which my students (researchers) will be highly motivated
to use because it is clearly relevant to their own professional needs and
interests.
